COMMODITY GUIDELINES

FOR BERWICK STREET, CHURCH STREET, RUPERT STREET, STRUTTON GROUND AND TACHBROOK STREET MARKETS

Effective from 26 July 2000

1.
There shall be two classes of commodity - primary and additional

2.
Each licence-holder shall be licensed for only two or three primary commodities drawn from the approved list (see Appendix 1).  In each market the appropriate Association (or in the case of Church Street the two Associations jointly) shall decide whether the appropriate number shall be two or three and will notify their decision in writing to the Council.

NOTE:
Currently the permitted number of primary commodities in Strutton Ground is 3 and all other markets is 2.

3.
In addition each licence-holder can have up to 3 additional items on his licence (additional items are those not covered by any of the primary commodities).

4.
Licence holders may sell in any quantities they desire, all items licensed, whether primary or additional.  

5.
(a)
The Licensing Business Unit shall keep a record of shops within each 
market.  This record shall be updated at intervals.


(b)
A licence holder will not be permitted to add to his licence any item which 
is sold by an existing shop where the pitch concerned is contiguous with 
the frontage of that shop.

6.
There shall be two tiers of fees for applications to vary commodities:


(a)
a low fee where guidelines are not breached: and 


(b)
a much higher fee where guidelines would be breached and therefore 
special consideration will be necessary.

7.
Applications will not normally be granted:

(a)
where enforcement action is pending against the licence holder; or

(b)
where the licence holder is subject to a complaint; or

(c)
where the licence holder is currently in arrears with charges.

8.
The Council will not normally grant an application for a primary commodity if that same commodity is already sold on another licensed pitch and the licence-holder of that pitch has objected to the grant of the application either in writing and/or orally at a licensing hearing.  This guideline will not apply where there are at least two intervening pitches between the pitch for which application is made and the pitch on which the same commodity is already being sold.

Note: When an application is received which breaches this guideline the Licensing Business Unit will write to affected licence holders seeking their views.

9.
If, in an individual case and for whatever reason, the Council decides to grant an application which is in breach of these guidelines, such a decision should not be taken to create any kind of precedent in respect of future applications.

PRIMARY COMMODITIES

1.
Fruit, vegetables and Christmas trees.

2.
Flowers, plants and gardening equipment.


(Including artificial flowers, plants and dried flowers, plant and flower care products, Christmas trees).

3.
Fresh meat and wet fish.


(Including eggs).

4.
Groceries and confectionery, sandwiches, ice-cream.


(Including eggs).

5.
Hot and cold drinks, hot take-away food, sandwiches.

6.
Clothing (except footwear, hosiery and clothing accessories).


(Men’s, ladies, children’s i.e. all clothes, sportswear, army surplus, 2nd hand clothes).

7.
Clothing accessories.


(including hats, gloves, scarves, belts and umbrellas).

8.
Footwear


(Shoes, sandals, trainers, slippers, boots and shoe accessories).

9.
Hosiery (except footwear)


(any item of clothing such as tights, socks etc which goes directly onto the foot, and exercise tights).

10.
Household goods and home furnishings.


Including bed linen, towels, ornaments, haberdashery, glass, china, brass, curtains, but excluding fabrics).

11.
Pet foods and supplies (excluding live animals).

12.
Fabrics.

13.
Audio and electrical goods.


(Including blank cassettes, videotapes, batteries, torches, radios, headphones, plugs, lamps, vacuum cleaners and spares, records, tapes and CD’s, pre-recorded videotapes).

Note :  Secondhand electrical goods are prohibited.

14.
jewellery, fashion (including hair) accessories.


(Including watches, clocks).

15.
Toiletries and cosmetics.

16.
Luggage and leather goods.


(Handbags, sport bags, cases, belts, purses but excluding any item of clothing).

17.
Tools and car accessories.


(DIY equipment, gardening tools, etc.).

18.
Bicycles and pushchairs (and associated accessories).

19.
Books, stationery (including cards), wrapping paper and festive decorations.

20.
Souvenirs (including pop and sport memorabilia), toys and games.

21.
Carpets, rugs and mats.

22.
Photographic equipment and associated services.

23.
Sports equipment (excluding clothing).

Note:  belts may be sold under primary commodities Nos. 7 and 16.
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
